


In brief, Pa.R.D.E. 219 provides:

IF YOU ARE ON ACTIVE STATUS If you paid the annual fee for 2007-2008 and filed the required registration form, 
or if you are admitted before July 1, 2008, you are required to pay the annual registration fee and complete the 
enclosed 2007-2008 registration form; correct any erroneous information; sign and return it, together with a U.S. 
check or money order in the amount of $175.00, payable to “Lawyer Assessment.” A validated license card will be 
returned to you showing that you have registered for the 2008-2009 assessment year and are authorized to practice 
law in Pennsylvania.

If your status has changed so that (1) you have retired, or (2) you are not engaged in practice in Pennsylvania and 
you desire to assume inactive or retired status, you are required to file the form, but not to pay the annual fee. You 
may elect to remain on active status in the Pennsylvania Bar even if you move from Pennsylvania or cease active 
practice. Under such circumstances, however, you must continue to pay the annual fee under Pa.R.D.E. 219 and 
502.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH Pa.R.D.E. 219 If an attorney fails to pay the annual registration fee and/or file the 
registration form within 30 days after notice by certified mail, such failure to pay shall be deemed a request for trans-
fer to inactive status and the name of the attorney will be certified to the Supreme Court which will immediately enter 
an order transferring the attorney to inactive status. The attorney may not thereafter practice law within the Com-
monwealth and shall promptly notify all clients by registered or certified mail and otherwise comply with all require-
ments of Pa.R.D.E. 217 relating to formerly admitted attorneys.

IF YOU HAVE ASSUMED INACTIVE or RETIRED STATUS If, within the last six (6) years, you have filed 
a registration form indicating that you were retired or were not engaged in practice in Pennsylvania, you were not 
required to pay the annual registration fee. If you did not pay a fee, and are on inactive or retired status, provide 
current address information on the enclosed 2008-2009 registration form, check off box 15 or 16 under Section C: 
Status, sign and return the form.

If you desire to resume the practice of law, and if you have not been on inactive or retired status for more than three 
(3) years, please check box 14 under Section C: Status. After completing and signing the form, return it with your 
U.S. check or money order to cover the 2008-2009 Disciplinary Board fee, the Pennsylvania Lawyers Fund for Client 
Security fee, and any arrearages accumulated prior to assumption of inactive status. (See “Total Payment Due” on 
Form)

If you have been on inactive or retired status for more than three (3) years and wish to resume practice, you must 
file a petition for reinstatement with The Disciplinary Board of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania pursuant to 
Pa.R.D.E. 218. You will be required to complete 36 hours of accredited PA CLE courses (with a minimum of 12 of 
those hours in the area of Ethics) as well as appear for a hearing and prove that you have the moral qualifications, 
competency and learning in the law required for admission to practice in the Commonwealth. The necessary forms 
are available on the Board’s website at www.padboard.org or upon request.

 Enclosed is your 2008-2009 PA Attorney’s Annual Fee form. Please make corrections and provide missing 
information directly on the form.

 Prior to July 1, 2008 the application must be signed and returned together with a U.S. check or money order, 
payable to LAWYER ASSESSMENT. A validated license card will be mailed to you. If inactive or retired status is 
desired, correct any erroneous information and return without the fee.

 Please be advised that the current residence and office address must be an actual street address or rural 
route box number – a post office box number alone will be refused, pursuant to Rule 219(d)(1)(ii) of the Pennsylvania 
Rules of Disciplinary Enforcement. However, a preferred mailing address different from those addresses may be a 
post office box number. The address checked will be accessible through the website of the Disciplinary Board and 
by written or verbal request; it may also be used by various case management systems of the Unified Judicial 
System for the purpose of sending communications and notices as well as posting on the Unified Judicial System’s 
web docket sheets. If for good cause, you do not wish to have an address posted on the website, please write the 
Registrar at the address listed below.

 Rule 219(d)(3) provides that every person who has filed such a statement shall notify the Administrative 
Office in writing of any change in the information previously submitted within 30 days after such change.

 Rules 219 and 502 provide that every attorney admitted to practice in any court of this Commonwealth shall 
pay an annual fee for use of the Disciplinary Board and for use of the Pennsylvania Lawyers Fund for Client Security. 
A portion of this fee is also used to fund Lawyers Concerned for Lawyers, a program to assist lawyers suffering from 
serious addictive illness. A brief summary of Rule 219 appears below.

 If this form is not fully completed, it will be returned to you with possible accrual of late fees and penalties.
